The City Council of the City of Schulenburg met in regular session on Monday, December 5, 2011, at the Council Chambers, 607 Upton Avenue, Schulenburg, Texas 78956.  Elected officials present included Mayor Moellenberndt and Aldermen Gresser, Behlen, Fowlkes, Rehak and Kopecky.  Staff included City Administrator, Don Doering, Melissa Shepard and Marvin Wick.  Visitors included Andrew Behlen of the Schulenburg Sticker, Phillip Guenther of Contech, Dauphus Greathouse, Dennis Venghaus, Harvey Hercik, Travis Killion and Brian Lux.
Alderman Gresser made a motion, seconded by Alderman Fowlkes to accept the minutes as sent.  The motion passed unanimously.

Under Presentations by Citizens, Mayor Moellenberndt thanked the Chamber of Commerce and all volunteers for another successful Christmas lighted parade.  Mr. Doering drove the City vehicle with Aldermen Gresser, Kopecky and myself.  The weather was beautiful too.  
Alderman Fowlkes made a motion to accept the Planning & Zoning Commission’s recommendation to grant the request for rezoning property located at 97 Black Street from open agricultural to heavy industrial for the purpose of manufacturing bridge products by Contech Products.  Alderman Kopecky seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.
Municipal Court Judge, Dan Taber’s monthly docket report was presented.  Council approved.
Chief Troy Brenek presented his monthly report.  Council approved.  

Chief Brenek also reported that the new computers have been installed in all but 2 of the Officer’s vehicles which will be completed on Thursday.

The Department is scheduling some of their 2012 training, including FTO, active training and mental health issues.

The alleged murder that possibly was committed in Schulenburg and found near Bastrop County line is still waiting on the toxicology report.  It is being handled by the Texas Rangers.

Under Reports from Officers, City Administrator Don Doering submitted the following written report:

   -Tami Blaschke-Walker and Julie Cernosek attended a Texas Election Law 
     Seminar in Austin from November 30 until December 2.
   -O’Malley Engineers has sent a letter for the notice of award for the Well #13 
    project to Mercer Construction Company.
   -A letter has been sent to TXDOT requesting a new traffic light and repainting 
    of traffic lines on State Highway 77.
   -On November 22nd, met with Bob Springer, Community & Economic 
    Development Manager with LCRA.
   -On November 23rd, met with Cindy Villarreal from the Boys & Girls Club.
   -On November 28th, attended Business Seminar with some staff members in 
    Austin.
   -On December 16th, I will be attending an Economic Development Seminar 
    hosted by LCRA.

   -Boys and Girls Club has installed a programmable thermostat.
Electric Department activities included:
   -Electric department has been busy putting up Christmas decorations around 

    town and on the highway.
Water Department activities included:

   -Installed fire hydrant at Wolf & Kessler on new 6” main.
   -Charged and flushed new 6” main on Wolf St. after backfilling and setting 

    valve boxes and replacing services.
   -Elevated storage towers were inspected on 11/29/11 by Dunham Engineering.
   -Helped with the Garbage department because of holidays.  

Street Department activities included:

   -Finished fine grading Kellett St. by South Main and primed.
   -Finished dressing up yards behind new curbs.
   -Worked on Heinrich St. in the Mid Cities project.
   -Paved all streets that were reconstructed along Kellett and South.
   -Finished off area around wash rack at warehouse.
Chief Brenek presented information on a budgeted vehicle for the Police Department.

The new Ford vehicles are not out yet.

Chief spoke with Chuck Brown and he understands that they are not sure about the new Fords yet. 
Alderman Behlen is concerned about all the large vehicles the department is purchasing.  When the first Expedition was bought, he got hammered by citizens.

Times are tough and gas prices are high.

Chief Brenek presented information that the gas mileage is the same with the Tahoe as would be with the car model.  The larger vehicles have more storage and capacity for crime scene equipment to be prepared and on scene quicker.

The Tahoe is the #1 Police vehicle and is cheaper than the Caprice.
Alderman Fowlkes asked that they check into getting smaller vehicles in the future.  Perception is everything.

Alderman Fowlkes made a motion to grant staff permission to purchase a 2012 Chevrolet Tahoe for $25,436.00 from Caldwell Country.  Alderman Behlen seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously

Alderman Behlen made a motion to pay the bills.  Alderman Rehak seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.
Alderman Kopecky made a motion, seconded by Alderman Gresser to adjourn the meeting at 7:26 P.M.  The motion passed unanimously.
