DECEMBER 20, 2010

The City Council of the City of Schulenburg met in regular session on Monday, December 20, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Room.  Mayor Roger Moellen-berndt, Alderman Rodney Gresser, Alderman Douglas Behlen, Alderman Johnny Fowlkes, Alderman Brenda Rehak and Alderman Leo Kopecky were present.  City staff present were Melissa Shepard and Marvin Wick.  Visitors included Darryl Vyvjala, Mike Stroup and Karl Burris.

Alderman Behlen made a motion to accept the minutes as received.  Alderman Rehak seconded it, which was adopted unanimously.

Under presentations by citizens, Mike Stroup, of the Schulenburg Chamber of Commerce, updated Council on events coming up.  They are as follows:

· We will be introducing a new web site next week and it will

include all events going on in Schulenburg like the wine walk, 

Festival, etc.  The site will be www.schulenburgevents.com.  

· We now have a facebook page and already 700 friends.

· January 22nd is our annual Wine Walk from 6-8 p.m.  The

entire event will be from 5 to 10 p.m. with bands playing from 

8:30 to 10 p.m.  We would like to ask permission to close N.

Main St. from Upton to Wolters for that event.

· The carpet in the Chamber building needs to be replaced.

There is $1,500.00 in the budget for this item.  The cost of

the carpet plus installation is $2,000.00.  The Chamber will

cover the difference.  

Council told them to proceed with the carpeting and to put the street closure on the next agenda.

Under reports from Officers, Marvin Wick, Operations Manager, updated Council on all departments.  They are as follows:
· Electric Dept ~ 

1.  We moved the utility pole at the entrance of the Mid-Cities

     project and pulled the wires for the lights.  Hope to have 

     them lit up by the end of the week.

2.  We installed additional lighting and security at the warehouse.

3.  All the damage that was done during the break-in on Dec. 11th
     has been repaired.

· Water Dept ~

1.  The LCRA has signed the extension contract for the property

     for the new well.  Bid notices will be going out after the first

     of January with plans to open on Feb 1st, and awarding at the 

     Feb. 7th meeting.

2.  The easements for the water line extension through the Klesel

     property have been signed and as soon as they have been

     recorded that project will be ready to start.

· Sewer Dept ~

1.  I’ve checked with O’Malley Engineers on the progress on the 

     new sewer plant and was told that the plans were at the elect-

     rical engineers for review and they expect to get them back by

     the end of the month.  From there they will be sent to the EDA

     for review and approval. As soon as that’s done, they’ll be 

     ready to go for bid.

· Street Dept ~

1.  We cut out and replaced the curb on the south side of South St.

     at the entrance of Blinn and primed the street and got it ready

     for paving.

2.  We also reconstructed and primed part of the 200 block of 

     Anderson St.

3.  Started dirt work on the Sports Complex for the new ball field.

4.  And patched holes around town.

Alderman Fowlkes informed Council that things did fall into place like Leon John Langhamer had wanted so he asked if he could come back to a meeting in Feb-ruary.  Council agreed.
Karl Burris of CenterPoint Energy explained to Council all of their options on this settlement agreement.

Mayor Moellenberndt was advised by our City Attorney, Monte Akers, to take no action.

Alderman Fowlkes informed Council that Tami has been unable to get a res-ponse on setting a date for a workshop with First Southwest Company.  We are looking for a date some time in January.

Alderman Fowlkes made a motion to pay a bill for Douglas Behlen.  Alderman Rehak seconded it, which was adopted unanimously, with Alderman Behlen ab-staining.

Alderman Behlen made a motion to pay the bills.  Alderman Gresser seconded it, which was adopted unanimously. 

Council adjourned into an executive session at 7:23 p.m. Pursuant to the Pro-visions of the Texas Open Meetings Act, Section 551.071 or Section 551.074 (personnel) of the Texas Government Code.

The discussion and possible action on review of performance and/or employment duties and possible reorganization of employees in transportation, recreation, wastewater and administration departments was discussed.

Council came back into regular session at 8:35 p.m.

Alderman Kopecky made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:35 p.m.  Alderman Gresser seconded it, which was adopted unanimously.
